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Course Description/Rationale/Overview:


This course provides an overview of the importance of International Business and trade in the global economy and explores the factors which influence success in international markets. Students will learn about the techniques  and strategies associated with marketing, distribution and managing international business effectively. This course prepares students for postsecondary programs in business, including international business, marketing and management.





Class Requirements: Materials/textbooks/equipment


Class Requirements: The course textbook is “International Business” by Schultz et al.  Students will be issued this book at the beginning of the course. The replacement cost, if lost, will be $80.





The text will be supplemented by cases, news articles, videos and other relevant

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Course Outline


Business, Trade and the Economy:  Understand international business terminology.  Analyse the impact of international business on a country’s economy.  Assess how international trends can affect a company.


Global Environment for Business:  Understand the factors leading to interdependence of countries.  Analyse the ways in which people are affected by trade.  Summarize trends in business and work.


Factors Influencing Success:  Analyse how cultural factors affect a company’s methods and operations.  Identify and describe common international business mistakes.  Evaluate the factors currently affecting Canadian competitiveness.


Marketing Challenges:  Demonstrate an understanding of the challenges facing a company wishing to introduce its products internationally.  Compare the approaches taken by various companies.  Describe the ways in which technology can change business operations and approaches.


Working in International Markets:  Develop strategies to prepare for working in the international workplace.  Describe career opportunities, skills and opportunities that relate to international markets.





Attendance Policy


Attendance and punctuality are very important.  You are expected to be punctual and present on a regular basis.  You should come to class prepared with the necessary materials i.e. pen, notebook, other.  In this course, when you are absent from class, regardless of the reason, you must sign in the attendance binder the reason for your absence and present a note to your teacher validating your absence.





1.  Lates:  You and your materials should be in class within the first 5 minutes of the start of class time.  If you are detained by a parent, have that person provide a note to you to be presented to your teacher upon entering class.  When you arrive late, you have missed the introduction to the day’s lesson and you disrupt the ongoing lesson.





2.	Absence from Class:  Definition of Absent = not present for most of class time.


YOU are responsible for all the work missed during your absence.  Having the home telephone number of one or two people in the class is helpful to keep you up-to-date. Find out what you have missed PRIOR to your return to class. Come to class prepared to join in.





A valid note is required following an absence.  Students under 18 years of age must bring a note signed by their parent/guardian. 





3.  Absence from a scheduled evaluation:  It is the student’s responsibility to notify the teacher, prior to the evaluation, the reasons for the absence.  If this is done, the teacher may make special arrangements for a make up evaluation.  If the student does not notify the teacher in advance of a missed evaluation, the student will not be able to have a make up evaluation.  In the case of illness or unavoidable emergency, you must call the school on the day of the evaluation and leave a detailed message with the following information:  your name, teacher’s name and the reason why you cannot write the test.  Be sure to write down the name of the person with whom you speak in case there is a problem and we have to verify your message.  If no one answers the telephone, leave a message on the voice mail.  If you fail to do this, there is will be no make up evaluation. Once your message is received, your teacher will phone you and make arrangements with you.  If you have not heard from your teacher, it is probably because your teacher does not know you called – call again.   





4.  Absence from a surprise test or collection of work:  If this occurs, your reason for the absence will be taken into consideration and dealt with on an individual basis.





5.  Late Assignment/Make-up Policy:  Assignments/projects must be handed in at the start of class on the due date.  If the student cannot be in class due to a predetermined event i.e. field trip, medical appointment, etc. the assignment must be submitted before the due date.  In extenuating circumstances, extension must be authorized by the teacher and an extension request form completed by the student and signed by the parent/guardian in advance of the due date
