Assignment:
International Trade Agreements and Organizations
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The objective of this assignment is to learn about the purpose and importance of the numerous international trade agreements and organizations that contribute to the manner in which international business is conducted today.

Working in pairs, you will be required to conduct research on your chosen trade agreement or organization that addresses the following:

· A brief history of the agreement/organization and how it works (Remember the 5 W’s and H)

· Officially stated mission, goals and functions

· Any new terms you find that relate to the theme of globalization

· Any maps, charts, diagrams, stats or pictures that will add to your presentation
· Information on what groups, if any, would like to see this organization disbanded/agreement dissolved, and why do they feel this way?

· Information on what groups, if any, are working to keep this organization/agreement the way it is, or with slight reforms, and why are they taking this position?

· A complete and detailed bibliography

The project will require your group to:

1. Include a written report not to exceed 10 pages, including a Title Page, Table of Contents, Executive Summary, appropriate sections of material that are identified clearly, and a bibliography.  Use line spacing of 1.5, and a font size of 12.

2. Conduct a 10-15 minute presentation with 3-5 overheads and handouts (one double-sided page max.) for the class.  If you want Mr. Flanders to provide you with photocopying, these overheads and handouts must be given to him the day before your presentation.  If you cannot meet this deadline, your group will be responsible for this.  No exceptions will be made to this guideline.  A copy of your slides should be included as an appendix to your written report, though it is not included in the 10 page limit.
3. Prepare a mini homework assignment (15-20 minutes) for the class to reinforce your teaching about this organization.

4. Appropriate business attire must be worn for your presentation.

5. Attendance will be taken during presentation periods.  Respect your class mates and afford them the same courtesy and attention they provided to you.  Students skipping will lose 2% of the 10% project value for each class skipped. Students late to class will lose 1% of the 10% project value.
