The federal law requires hourly employees be paid “time-and -a half” for work in excess of 40 hours in a week. For example, if a person’s hourly wage is $8.00 and he works 60 hours in a week, his gross pay should be :  

(40*8)+(1.5*8*(60-40)=$560

Write a program that requests as input the number of hours a person works in a given week and his hourly wage, and then displays his gross pay.
