Summative Exit Interview – Reflections on Post-Colonial Studies
Your final summative project for me is worth 7.5% and will be a reflective exit interview on the post-colonial literature and theory that we have been studying. There will be a minimum of 13 entries (required suggestions are made below) but you are not limited to just these 13. What I am looking for will be a record of your key insights on the post-colonial aspect of your English 12 year.

I do not expect all the entries to be of equal length and I do not want to discuss 13 long entries. This is an interview; therefore, I am looking for genuine “insights” that you have had during the course. The recording and explaining of the insight does not have to be formal; just get to the heart of the matter and make it clear to me why it is a significant learning for you.  Also, please do not write what you think I want to hear—be honest in your interivew.  If you abhorred the IRP process or our novels then say so, but say why you did, and how you think it could be improved (scrapping the whole process is not an option).  The same applies to any one of the other entries. 

The journal must have these minimum 13 entries
1. Literary lenses and approaches to novels (Feminism, Marxism, Psychoanalytic, etc.)

2. An entry on Heart of Darkness 

3. An entry on Things Fall Apart
4. The IRP – e.g. the process of picking your books, the novels themselves, the colloquies with other students

5. At least one reflection on a film that we have discussed in class – Black Robe, Gandhi, or The Mission
6. Shakespeare’s The Tempest. 

7. One Hundred Years of Solitude
8. One piece on any of the post-colonial literary theory that we have covered. I have provided many quotations for consideration (Achebe and Said) and the introduction of The Empire Writes Back
9. Any external stimulus related to Africa, India, the Caribbean or Latina America that you have come across this year – e.g. issues you’ve studied in one of the senior Social Science courses; a trip the Caribbean over March break; a news item; the Global Affairs Conference; food/recipes you’ve tried; bits of poetry, music, song, dance, theatre or art 

10. Essay writing – e.g. What insights did you gain this year? When and how did it come?

11. An overall reflection on the class – e.g. your classmates, discussions, the teacher (!), exam writing, etc. 

12. One open-ended entry where you had a genuine “ah-ha” moment that’s not covered by any of the previous nine entries

13. Additional entries that you feel demonstrate any significant insights of Latin America, South-East Asia, Africa, or the Indian sub-continent.

· Depth of entries – i.e. minimum 13 that demonstrate genuine, personal reflection on the material covered over the major portion of the year
