· What is entailed in this cut-and-paste assignment?

· It is about a personal, creative response to some aspect of media that we have studied so far: your experiences with media; pop culture; or the cult of celebrity. It is about insight and communicating that insight through your product

· While not about art, the assignment does employ the “stuff” of the artistic and graphic world to make its point. Therefore, in making a “meaningful artistic work”, students might consider incorporating some of the following into their collages:

	1. The gestalt (total impression)

2. Focus of interest

3. Symbols

4. Allusion

5. Colour Symbolism
	6. The placement of any written text 
7. Use of negative space (the space not used)

8. Subliminals

9. Juxtaposition/foil/contrast

10. Aesthetics (form)


· How many pages are involved?

· What’s on the frontside? 
· The visual component:  Employing pictures and graphics from magazines/newspapers and or using drawings/illustration, express your interpretation of meaning, gist, intent or themes of what we have studied thus far: i.e. (1) your representation of pop culture as you experience it; or (2) your representation of the cult of celebrity today.
· What’s on the backside?

· Then you are to write a one paragraph reflection on what you learned about making this media product – e.g. finding the right images; making appropriate selections; etc., etc..
