ORAL EVALUATION
Teacher: Mr. Reid

Rationale
The Ministry of Education recognizes that the ability to “use speaking skills and strategies appropriately to communicate with different audiences for a variety of purposes” is an essential skill for students to be successful. Hence, ORAL COMMUNICATION is one of the four strands by which students are evaluated in English courses.

Assignment
Students will meet with Mr. Reid, one-on-one, before-or-after school or during a prep period, and explain succinctly the process they went through in choosing their 1st IRP novel.  Oral presentations are like written compositions in that presentations need to be organized and purposeful. Students will find that the section on “development by process analysis” in The Act of Writing (pp.271-274) and Mr. Reid’s 1st handout on unity, coherence and emphasis will be most helpful in preparing. As always, specific examples will help your explanation. Notes will be permitted in the interview, but students are not to read a prepared text. The rubric should help students understand what is being looked for. If you have questions, see Mr. Reid beforehand!
