CLAUSE: is a group of words having a subject and predicate and forming part of a sentence. By means of a conjunction or of an implied connection, a clause is related to the remainder of the sentence in which it appears.

SENTENCE: is a stretch of prose writing that begins with a capital letter and ends with a terminal mark and which an educated reader will recognize and accept as “a sentence”.
