English Summative (15%) 
For your summative, you will be viewing a documentary and providing the class with your interpretation of the information. 
The documentaries can be found at: http://www.cbc.ca/doczone/
Part A - Documentary Summary and Analysis 
· Provide a summary of your topic. This should include 10-13 key points from the documentary. These are your own notes and are not to be “borrowed” from another electronic source. You should make these notes as you are viewing the documentary.
· Identify the thesis (main argument) of your documentary. What is the documentary trying to convince the viewer of?

· Do you accept the thesis of this documentary? What about it do you find convincing?

· Identify the intended audience of your documentary. 
· Does this documentary suggest a solution to the problem, or a course of action that should be taken? If not, suggest one of your own. Explain your answer.

· Explain one thing from the documentary that shocked or surprised you.

· How do the issues raised in this documentary compare with your own personal experience?

Part B – Secondary Source
· You will find an article that closely relates to your topic. For example, if your documentary is about polar bears in the north, you might find an article about global warming. 
· Secondary sources are important because they can offer additional information, which could help you better understand the issues raised in your documentary. 
· In a brief paragraph, summarize the information in the source. (6-7 sentences)

· Compare and/or contrast the information with what you already learned in your documentary. In this paragraph, consider: How are the topics related? Do the sources send a similar message? How are the messages different? Do the sources use similar examples?
· We have research sessions booked in the Library on May 20th, May 21st, and May 25th. Our resourceful teacher librarians will direct you to appropriate databases based on the topic of your documentary. We will also review how to proper note-taking techniques.
Part C – PowerPoint Presentation 
For the last part of the summative, you will present your findings in a PowerPoint or Prezi presentation. The presentation should be 10 minutes long. You will be expected to make cue cards and not simply read from your slides. You will also be expected to engage your audience and make your presentation interesting. We will go over techniques for doing this. Your presentation will consist of the following:
· A brief summary of the documentary that includes a discussion of the thesis

· A discussion of whether or not you found the documentary convincing 

· A discussion of what shocked or surprised you

· A brief clip from your documentary (no longer than 3 minutes) 

· A discussion of how the secondary source related to your documentary
