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Earl Haig Secondary School offers students a rich learning environment with many avenues for personal growth – academic, athletic, social and artistic. In particular, the school is recognized for its academic focus and offers an enrichment program in core subject areas: English, Math, Sciences, French, Social Sciences and the Arts.

Enriched classes address the same curriculum expectations as academic classes. The challenges, however, tend to be different and appropriate to the students enrolled in the particular class. Enriched classes may be differentiated by material (e.g. themed courses) or differentiated by the cohort (e.g. keeping French immersion students together.)

While each subject department’s criteria for enriched classes may differ slightly, all agree that students who would benefit from enriched classes should be high academic achievers (minimum of 85%) and should possess the following attributes:

· high degree of motivation

· evidence of taking initiative

· strong work habits

· inquisitiveness and openness to new ideas

· genuine interest in the subject area.

While each department also has slightly different enrolment procedures, there should be an agreement among student, parent and subject teacher(s) – feeder school teachers for students entering Grade 9 and Earl Haig teachers for courses in Grades 10 and 11 – about whether an enriched class is more appropriate than a regular academic class for the student. Enrolment in an enriched program will be re-evaluated year-by-year.

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In addition to the guidelines mentioned above, a student must have solid reading, writing and oral literacy skills to enrol in Enriched English. The student should be self-disciplined and responsible about his/her learning, aware of what he/she can bring to the class and be willing to contribute positively to a productive, enriched classroom environment.

While there is no designated mark that a student must achieve in order to enrol in an Enriched English course, we also recommend that the student maintain a minimum of 80-85% in previous courses. However, all the attributes mentioned above are equally important and will serve the student well in an Enriched English course.
