Student-Produced Media Texts – Media studies are an important component of the English curriculum. The following are examples of potential student-made media texts that provide students with opportunities to demonstrate expectations: advertisements; movie posters; verbal-visual essays; news reports.
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Course Description/Rationale/Overview


This course emphasizes the strengthening of essential reading and writing skills.  Students will read short plays, short stories, novels, poems, and newspaper and magazine articles and opinion pieces, with particular attention to locating information, identifying main ideas and supporting details, extending personal knowledge, responding imaginatively, and using specific strategies to expand vocabulary.  An important focus will be on writing clear, accurate, and coherent narratives, summaries, reports, letters, and short essays, using correct grammar, punctuation, and spelling.

Enriched English ENG3U3


Enriched courses follow the curriculum for academic courses.  It is the manner in which the course is delivered, however, that will be different for Enriched classes.  Examinations will be the same in format, but not necessarily in content.

Evaluation:


70% of the final mark is based on term work, and 30% is based on the summative evaluation.  Work is evaluated according to the Provincial Achievement Chart in one or more strands: including Literature Studies and Reading Strategies (30%), Writing (30%), Language (20%), and Media Studies (20%).





Student Responsibility:


Students must seek assistance from fellow students and the teacher for all work missed due to absence.  Students who are absent from class due to a school activity must notify the teacher in advance and make arrangements to complete missed work.








Class Requirements 


Supplementary Reading


All students are expected to read a minimum of 2000 pages of supplemental reading during the year.





Student Responsibility


Students must seek assistance from fellow students and the teacher for all work missed due to absence and must make arrangements to complete missed work.





Course Requirements/Department Policies


Late Assignments


Late assignments must be accompanied with a note signed by a parent or guardian stating the reason for tardiness of the assignment. The note must list the due date of the assignment and the actual date of submission.


If an assignment is handed in after it has been taken up/handed back, the student may not receive a mark for it.





Missed Tests


It is the student’s responsibility to make arrangements, ahead of time, for any tests/quizzes that are missed. If a student misses a test/quiz for an unforeseen reason such as illness, the student must bring a note signed by a parent or guardian and be prepared to write the test/quiz immediately upon return to school.








Assessment Strategies


Personal response journals, persuasive and literary essays, reviews, short narratives or poems, media works, teacher observation, timed in-class writing, teacher-student conferences, peer-evaluation, self-evaluation
