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Define the following words and phrases:
“As American as apple pie” 
Though apple pie was invented in England, Americans have been eating and raving about this delicious treat since the 1600s. The idiom “as American as apple pie” came into use in the 20th century. Americans see apple pie as a simple, hearty, wholesome dessert—all traits they value in themselves as US citizens. Schlosser plays on the idea of the small, rectangular apple pies served at McDonald’s.
Homogenizing: 
(verb, used with object) Making uniform or similar.

Embody:
(verb, used with object) To express, personify, or exemplify in concrete form.

“The corporate ladder”
(noun) The hierarchical order of position, title, or rank, as in a large corporation.

Government subsidies:
(noun) Grants or contributions of money made by the government.

Lobbyist:
(noun) A person who tries to influence legislation on behalf of a special interest.

Commodity:
(noun) An article of trade or commerce.

Consumption:
(verb, used with object) The act of destroying or expending, as by use, decay, or destruction OR the act of eating and drinking up.

“Malling and sprawling”
A term coined by Schlosser in Fast Food Nation. To mall = the act of building big malls; To sprawl = the act of spreading further beyond the boundaries of an urban center.
