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Course Description/Rationale/Overview: This course is designed to help students develop their English communication skills through the active exploration of dramatic forms.  We will use many different movement and voice techniques and materials from a range of sources to enhance student’s comprehension and participation.  The process of dramatic arts encourages students to explore their world through imagination, role-play and creative group work.  The Ministry of Education and Training’s Grade 9 Drama course profile will be a guideline for this course.
