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Course Description/Rationale/Overview 


This course emphasizes the further development of oral communication, reading and writing skills. Students will build on and apply their knowledge of French while exploring varied themes, such as relationships, social trends, and careers.  Thematic readings, including a selection of dialogues, short stories, and articles, will serve as stepping stones to oral and written activities.





Enriched French FSF1D3


While following the same curriculum as the academic course, the delivery of the enriched course differs in manner and style.  Students are expected to communicate fluently as the course is delivered entirely in French.  Students are expected to demonstrate a high level of inquiry and complete self-guided work on expansion activities that emphasize literature, media studies, and higher-level communication.  All enriched students are to prepare and present a formal speech in French.

Oral Tasks :  present orally in conversations, interviews, skits, discussions, and presentations 


Oral Reading:  read assigned passages, prepared and spontaneous, out loud with appropriate pronunciation
