Evaluation Tools 


Listening Comprehension:   listen to recordings and presentations, identify content and language, take notes


Grammar Quizzes and Tests:   identify and apply grammar concepts, familiar and newly studied


Reading Comprehension:  read a varied texts (fiction & non-fiction), answer questions, expand on the themes and content


Dictations:  listen to spoken texts (live or recorded) to be written in full sentences with correct spelling and punctuation


Written Tasks:  research, plan, compose, edit, and publish texts: poetry, reflections, articles, reports, responses, essays


Oral Tasks :  present orally in conversations, interviews, skits, discussions, formal & informal debates, and presentations


Oral Reading:  read assigned passages, prepared and spontaneous, out loud with appropriate pronunciation
