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Course Description / Rationale / Overview:

This course is a continuation of the Beginner Japanese (LKJBD1) course offered at this school. Students should have mastered hiragana and katakana and basic, polite sentence structures before starting this course. We will learn more advanced grammar and sentence structures in the polite form, and will start learning the plain/casual form as well. Students will begin to read and write basic kanji. A wide range of thematic learning materials will focus on cultural elements of Japan.
