There are several opportunities for students to improve their fluency in French/Spanish /German or Italian.

a) Students may go on a one-month exchange in the summer to Europe or Mexico or on a three-month exchange during the school year through CEEF (Canadian Educators Exchange Foundation) or ISE (International Student Exchange). Details and application forms are available from the Modern Languages Department (Room 266).

b) Visit the website www.myexplore.ca  to apply for a federally sponsored summer language bursary program. If selected, a student may study French in the province of their choice for 5 weeks in the summer. Students must have completed Grade 11 or 12, in order to be eligible.

c)   Visit the website www.summerwork.ca to apply for a summer work program in Quebec. The program covers transportation costs for participants to travel to and from their exchange destination and the costs for mandatory activities. Students 16 and 17 years of age and older are paid minimum Quebec wage while staying with a family in Quebec and working in a summer camp/day care centre.
