Guidelines For Teach A Lesson ISU
1. Lessons length will vary according to topic.

2. Each group must submit 5 multiple questions, 1 fill in the blank question and 2 short answer questions with answers that can/may be used for a test based on their presentation.

3. Visual aids (e.g. charts, chalkboard, graphs, table, videos, internet, smart board, animations etc) must be included in the lesson.

4. It is advised to research other areas for information.

5. Try to avoid just reading from the notes.

6. The lessons are in order of the way that they should be presented, therefore you must present on the due day or else you will keep back the entire class. To encourage this 5 marks will be awarded for submission on time and 5 marks will be deducted if submission is not on time.

7. The content of the presentation will be included in your  final exam and there will be a test at the end of the chapter.

8. Evaluations will be based on effort, accuracy, clarity, visual, creativity and preparedness ( no reading directly from the notes).

9. A rubric will be given for the evaluation and an individual mark will be given, therefore everyone in the group has to present.
