    emotional needs of his children, while Frank placed emphasis on meeting the financial needs of providing for

    his family.

Frank’s emphasis on work and friends was seen by Gil as abandonment and lack of his father’s involvement in his life.  Gils desire to be a more positive and involved part of his children’s lives over-emphasizes his father’s opposite behaviour in his own life.

Erikson Autonomy vs. shame and doubt (overprotective discipline); Initiative vs. guilt (criticism of child’s failures)
Freud Overdevelopment of the superego in the Anal and Phallic stages; resentment of authority, selfishness

          quote, “Just put him in front of the T.V.  That’s what he always does.”) 



































b) Will Frank be able to have an effect on Cool, even though Cool has developed through several developmental stages?  Explain by making references to an appropriate theory of personality development. Yes.  Erikson:  Although Cool has passed through Trust vs. mistrust and Autonomy vs. shame and doubt, at Initiative vs. guilt Frank can provide care, encouragement, guidance and discipline to resolve conflicts at earlier stages and to help him through future stages. 
8. Referring to Gilligan’s Gender-Based Theory, what is the difference between how Gil deals with

Gil says that the difference between men and women are that men have responsibilities (adherence to formal rules and abstract principles) while women have choices.  Karen considers how the birth of the child will affect the feelings of all those concerned (care and responsibility persective)
