UNIVERSITY APPLICATION PROCEDURE

The information presented in this document will assist you in making informed decisions about university applications and help you understand the application process and timelines.
Since September your academic data has been updated to reflect summer school results, volunteer hours completed, literacy test results, and courses you are presently studying.  This data will be sent electronically to the university application centre by the TDSB on November 9 (November 21 to OCAS).  The school will submit the following information electronically through the TDSB:  Final grades from previously completed U or M, and any other grade 11 & 12 courses; grade 11 or 12  U or M or other courses in which you are currently registered through the TDSB; personal data.  Please note that each university, in its literature, should state clearly how it will treat repeated course marks and Grade 11 marks in considering students.
With this data the application centre will create an on line university application and a PIN for on line access.  The following timelines will give you an idea of what happens during the first part of this process and how you can prepare for the next steps.  The College Application process is slightly different and has different timelines.  Students should speak to Mrs. Storms about the College Application Process.
October

Read the Guidance Bulletin Weekly

October 19 – GTA University/College Fair 9-11 a.m. (cafeteria)

Continue to research choices by attending university liaison sessions at EHSS

Visit university campuses, if possible (See Campus Visits in eINFO)

Check in eINFO for Additional Admission Criteria that may be required by specific programs at specific schools
Visit the OUAC web site at www.ouac.on.ca and follow links to university websites

November/December

November 8 – Parent Council University/College Night – 7:00 p.m.
November 16 non-GTA University Fair 9-11 a.m. (cafeteria)
Continue to read weekly Guidance Bulletin available on the Earl Haig Website – Guidance page
Decide on the universities and programs to which you will apply. Refer to university calendars and admission booklets.
Listen for announcements about the arrival of P.I.N.’s.  The Guidance Department will distribute these to students.  You will require identification to pick them up.    
January/February

Complete your on-line application.  Apply by January 11, 2012.   Do not wait until the last few days to apply.  Note:  Applications received after this date will still be processed by the OUAC and distributed to the universities.  However, specific institutional deadlines will apply.  Print a copy of the application form including your Ontario Reference Number and keep for your records.  You will need the Reference Number to apply to McGill, Bishops, Concordia, UBC, University of Victoria, Simon Fraser, or Dalhousie.  Once submitted, changes regarding your university choices may be made on-line through Review and Change.  If there are errors in academic data please speak to your Guidance Counsellor. Read everything that is sent to your home carefully.  Many programs require additional/supplementary information forms to be completed.  Students may receive e-mails from the universities.  If you have a hotmail account, check your junk mail frequently.  February 7, 2012 is the recommended last date for submitting all information, including university and program changes and additional choices to be eligible for equal consideration.  There is no absolute final date for changes.  Changes will be accepted and processed by the OUAC at any time.  The base application fee is $125 for the initial three university/program choices.  Each additional university/program choice beyond the initial three is charged a fee of $42.  Fee for non-negotiable cheque $25.
February/March – The first marks transmission through the TDSB to the OUAC will be on February 10, 2012.  The marks that are submitted at this time are FINAL marks for any Semester One Night School courses, final marks for any semestered EHSS courses (ESL, AFCALC) mid term grades for the courses that you are presently taking at Earl Haig (these will be the marks from your February Report card for all Grade 12 courses).  If you are taking a night school course outside the TDSB, but through another public school board (York, Catholic) you must bring a report card to guidance BEFORE FEBRUARY 3, 2012 to have these marks recorded.  If you have COMPLETED a course PRIVATELY, you must provide a final mark to have this recorded on your transcript.  It will be recorded on the transcript as a private school credit and noted in the comments column on your application.  If you have NOT completed the course and wish to have a mid term grade transmitted it must be done by the PRIVATE SCHOOL..  You will need to provide the private school with your Ontario Reference Number and ensure that the code used is the correct one for our transcripts.   Check for deadline dates for any supplementary information, auditions, portfolio interviews etc.
April  - The second transmission of marks will be on April 24, 2012.  These marks will be from your March report card.  Check for deadline dates for any supplementary information.
May 29, 2012 – The latest date by which all secondary school applicants shall expect a response from an Ontario university.  Such a response will be one of: 1) an offer of admission, 2) a refusal, or 3) a deferral pending the receipt of specific additional information.

June 1, 2012 – The earliest date by which Ontario universities may require a response to an offer of any kind (eg. Registration deposit, Residence deposit) from an Ontario secondary school student.  All other admissions-related elements, including scholarships, other forms of student assistance or financial incentives and offers of residence, are considered part of the offer of admission.  Therefore, a student may accept these other offers prior to June 1, 2012 but Ontario universities shall not compel a student in any way to make an earlier decision.  
July 5, 2012 – Transmission 4 includes final marks for semester 2 and non semestered courses and marks history.

August 21, 2012 – Transmission 5 includes final marks for summer school courses, final marks for semester 2 and non semestered courses, PROOF OF GRADUATION, and marks history.
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
