GRADUATES – MESSAGE FROM OUAC
The OUAC expects approximately 99% of secondary school applicants to use COMPASS.101 to apply to Ontario universities. In order to reduce the chances for delays and the frustration of slower on-line response times, we ask that you encourage your university-bound students to complete and submit their online application as soon as possible and at least several days before the January 9, 2008 deadline.

Once again, a reminder that the nature of the "Submit" process has changed within the "Apply Online" system this cycle. Due to real-time credit card processing, applicants can no longer change their application information within the "Apply Online" system once they have clicked the "I Verify and Agree" button.  Therefore, they should be mindful of the university choices selected. The total amount owing will be clearly displayed on the "Submit" screen. Once applicants have clicked the "I Verify and Agree" button, they will be asked to pay the total amount calculated. Once payment has been received, applicants can view/amend their application information using the "Review and Change Your Completed Application" system.

Some students elect to pay their application fees by cheque or money order.

Until this fee has been received at the OUAC, these applicants are not able to view and make changes to their individual applications. At this busy time of year, it may take OUAC staff approximately 10 days to two weeks to process cheques and money orders. You may wish to convey this information to your students that they pay fees by credit card when submitting their applications.
