You qualify to be an applicant for this scholarship if you are a protected person or permanent resident who was once a protected person.  To be considered for the scholarship you must also be a student in high academic standing (75% average minimum), be between 17 and 26 years of age, live without parents or a legal guardian and be willing to volunteer throughout the academic year.  This is a significant scholarship valued at $16,000.
