Eligibility:  1. Students with 28 credits as of June 30, 2013

4.  Students currently in Gr. 11 and 12 who have not previously earned a co-op credit

5.  If spaces remain after all of the above have been accepted, students who are currently in 
     Gr.10 and who have earned the Grade 10 Careers credit may be considered.

SCHOLARSHIP INFORMATION 
· The association of Black Law Enforcers (A.B.L.E.) offers scholarships annually to assist black and visible minority youth to achieve their educational goals.  Students can be applying to EITHER College or University but must have strong academic performance, community service and financial need.  For more information please see the Scholarship Board.  Applications are due Friday March 8th, 2013.  

· Toronto Real Estate Board Past President’s Scholarship
There are four scholarships awarded annually.  Applicants must have a strong academic record and possess a range of leadership qualities and community involvement.  They must also complete an essay of a 1,000 words or less and submit it on or before March 15th 2013.  For an application please see Mr. Lawrence or go to http://www.torontorealestateboard.com/sidebar/did_you_know/scholarship.htm
· McMaster Engineering Entrance Scholarship

The Faculty of Engineering at McMaster offers 4 Hatch Entrance Scholarships per year.  These scholarships are valued at $48,000 ($12,000) a year.  To be eligible students must have a 94% average, demonstrated leadership abilities, and been involved in either in school activities or community volunteering.  The application deadline is March 28, 2013.
· McMaster Shad Valley Alumni Entrance Scholarships

These awards are available for any student applying to McMaster Engineering who also previously attended a Shad Valley program.  Students applying for these $1,000 awards must have at least an 88% average.  For more information please see the scholarship board.  The application deadline is March 28, 2013.
· The Simon Wiesenthal Scholarship

Graduating students with a strong interest and involvement in social justice, tolerance or human rights issues should consider applying for this scholarship if their average is over 75%.  Applicants should also be applying to programs where they can continue to be involved with tolerance/human issues in the future.  For more information please see the guidance bulletin board, Mr. Lawrence or go to friendsofsimonwiesenthalcenter.com.  Applications are due March 28, 2013.

· The Rotary Club of Toronto and Toronto Argonauts Community Champion Scholarship

This award is presented to a student with financial need, strong community involvement, significant participation in school based activities and marks sufficient to enter a four year university program.  All applicants must submit their packages to the Rotary Club before Monday, April 22nd, 2013. · Ade Adegbite Epilepsy Scholarship

This scholarship recognizes students with epilepsy who have overcome barriers and demonstrate resilience in coping with the challenges of epilepsy.  There are two $1500 scholarships available.  Must be a Canadian Citizen or Permanent Resident and be applying to college or university in Ontario.  For an application go to www.epilepsytoronto.org/scholarship
· Mon Sheong Silver Jubilee awards of Excellence

Earl Haig may nominate two Students of any ethnic background for these awards.  Nominees will be evaluated based on academic standing, voluntary community involvement, leadership, sportsmanship and “commendable traits and talents.”  Applications can be downloaded at www.monsheong.org and the autobiography and resume must be submitted to Mr. Lawrence by May 14th, 2013.
  

· OCT Scholarship

If you are the son or daughter of a principal or vice principal of a school you are eligible to apply for the OCT Scholarship.  Applicants will be assessed based on their academic success, community involvement and extra-curricular involvement.  The Due Date is May 30th. · Canadian Federation of Independent Grocers Scholarship

· 4 National Union Scholarships
