Grade 10 Literacy Test

This year, all grade 10 students are required to write the Ontario Secondary School Literacy Test. Success in the test of reading and writing skills is a diploma requirement in order to graduate with an Ontario Secondary School Diploma. 

This year’s test will be administered on Thursday April 2nd, 2009.  The test will take three hours including time for breaks and instructions. There will be no classes in the afternoon.  Please note, there will be no cafeteria service on this day.

Only eligible ESL students enrolled in ESL CO1, ESL DO1 and ESL EO1 will be required to write the test.  All other students taking ESL classes will be deferred from the test until they have better language proficiency. 

Participating students will receive an Individual Student Report from EQAO (Education Quality and Accountability Office) later in the school year.

For best results:

· Reschedule any appointments that conflict with the test dates – students must write on this day.  

· Get a good night’s sleep.

· Arrive at the test area at 15 minutes before the test begins.

· Bring at least two black and/or blue pens (a highlighter is also allowed).

· Take care of washroom needs before the test.

Teachers have been working with the materials posted on the EQAO web site at www.eqao.com accessible for you.  You are invited to review these materials.  A student information assembly will be held on Tuesday March 31st, 2009 to help prepare the students to take the test and answer any final questions.
