Part A: The Details of the Novel. 

Include the following information in your paragraph:
1. The title of the novel (underlined) and the author’s full name
2. A two to three sentence summary of the plot and subject matter in your own words
3. A brief bibliography and biography of the author
· Consider which pieces of biographical information are relevant and which are not.
· Is the author’s life experiences reflected in the plot of the novel?
Part B: Reflection Upon Some Sample Reading: (Chapters 1 – 3)
a) Note what you notice about the writing style in your sample reading.
b) Consider narrative structure, characters, subject matter, imagery, and theme.
c) Anticipate what the main points of analysis will be in the novel such as main character(s), setting, conflict, imagery, and theme. 
Part C: Anticipation

· How does the novel suit your interests (compared to your talents, taste in stories, plays, movies, TV shows, etc.)?
· Think about what you already know about the subject matter and /or the time period. If you do not know much about these, are they things you have been meaning to learn more about but have never found the time?

· Make predictions – does the novel fit into a formula that you recognize?  Are there any deviations? (Is this really a hero story in disguise? for today? for women?)

Evaluation:
Content – Reading and Literature Strand: All questions are addressed thoroughly but presented succinctly.
Paragraph Structure – Writing Strand: Your paragraph(s) is (are) well constructed and you move from one idea to the next in a logical and seamless way using transitions effectively. However, you are not writing a narrative.
Mechanics of Writing – Writing Strand: You use sophisticated vocabulary and sentence structure, an academic tone (no contractions), you use “I” only when necessary, and you use tense correctly and consistently.
